In the case that the project covers both
subjects, each activity should be worth €
500.000.
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is required ? (i) and (i1), while clearly
both related to waste management, are
quite different activities, that need not
necessarily occur in the same project.
Is it necessary that both the reference
projects include both (i) and (i1), or can
one project cover (i) and one cover (ii),
is it necessary that € 500.000 worth of
activity was devoted to each of (i) and
(i) (implying a minimum contract
value of € 1.000.000), to (i) and (ii)
combined, or is it sufficient that the
overall project value was greater than €
500.000 and that the project simply
included some activity related to (i)
and (ii).
