BILL OF QUANTITIES

Bills of Quantities

1.
PREAMBLE

The Tenderers shall price separately each Item in the Bills of Quantities (BoQ) and shall follow the instructions regarding transfer of alternative totals of the summary given in the BoQ.

The BoQ must be read with all the other Contract Documents and the Contractor shall be deemed to have thoroughly acquainted himself with the detailed descriptions of the works to be done and the way in which they are to be carried out. The whole of the works is to be executed to their true intent and meaning and to the entire satisfaction of the Engineer.
1.1.
Quantity of Items

The quantities set forth against the Items in each Bill are an estimate of the quantity of each kind of the work likely to be carried out under the Contract and are given for the convenience of forming a common basis for bids. There is no guarantee to the Contractor that he will be required to carry out the quantities of work indicated under any one particular item in the BoQ or that quantities will not differ in magnitude from those stated in the Bills.

When pricing items, reference should be made to the Conditions of Contract, the Technical Specifications, and relevant Drawings for directions and descriptions of work and materials involved.

Items shall be priced for including related temporary works, procurement, transport, storage, safekeeping, installation, testing, commissioning, producing any related documents, etc, whatever the Contractor may need to provide for the execution of each item, i.e. the finalised and accepted works - except where otherwise stated in the Contract.

The quantities given in the BoQ are provisional, and are given to provide a common basis for Bidding. The Tenderers shall consider carefully all information provided with the Tender Documentation. 

Comments, if any, concerning the quantities shall be made in the form of an attachment, following the system of itemisation, quoting the codes and brief descriptions, as in the present documents, including the rates and prices.

Except where specifically and expressly otherwise stated in the Specifications or in the BoQ, the Permanent Works only shall be measured. The works shall be measured net to the dimensions shown on the Drawings or ordered in writing by the Engineer, except where otherwise specifically described or prescribed in the Contract.

In adjusting extras or variations on the Contract, the work shall be measured on the same basis as that for which the quantities have been prepared and all works not specifically mentioned in the bill will be taken as included in the prices of various items.

No allowance will be made for loss of materials or volume thereof during transport or compaction.
1.2.
Units of Measurement

The calculation units used are the same as specified and allowed in the System International (SI) and used in the Technical Documentation herein. No other, but the units used in the Technical Documentation shall be used in measurements, pricing, detail drawings etc. (Any units not used in the Technical Documentation shall also be expressed in terms of the SI)

2.
TERMS IN CONNECTION WITH PAYMENTS

The method of measurement of completed work for payment shall be in accordance with Clause 12 of the Conditions of Contract.
Payments shall be made based on net executed quantities, against Unit Rates, or Lump/ Provisional Sums stated in the Bills of Quantities - except where otherwise stated in the Contract.

The Provisional Sums included and so designated in the BoQ shall be expended in whole or in part at the discretion of the Engineer.

Each item in the BoQ for which payment is to be made in a lump sum, and for which no payment schedule is provided, shall be paid after the work covered by the lump sum has been completed to the full satisfaction of the Engineer.

3.
PRICING

The prices and rates inserted in the BoQ are to be the full inclusive values of the works described under the items, including all costs and expenses which may be required in and for the construction of the Works described together with any temporary works and installations which may be necessary and all general risks, liabilities and obligations set forth or implied in the documents on which the Tender is based. It will be assumed that establishment charges, profit and allowances for all obligations are spread evenly over all the unit rates.

Rates and prices shall be entered against each item in the BoQ. The rates shall cover all tax, duty or other liabilities, which are not stated separately in the BoQ and the Tender.

4.
TAXES

1. No taxes, duties or levies payable shall be charged to the Community's financial contribution.

2. With respect to public contracts financed by the Community in the context of co-operation, the Government of Montenegro shall apply tax and customs arrangements no less favourable than those applied to the most-favoured nation, or international organisation.

3. Without prejudice to the above paragraphs, the following provisions shall apply to public contracts financed by the Community:

3.1.
Contracts shall not be subject to stamp duty and registration duty as provided for by the law of the Republic of Montenegro.  

3.2.
Goods, works and services financed by the Community for the State, local administrative units, public bodies or public-interest associations shall be exempt from VAT or similar taxes.

3.3.
Profit and/or income arising from the execution of supply and works contracts shall be taxable according to the tax system of the Republic of Montenegro if the natural or legal persons who make such profit and/or obtain such income have their principal establishment in the said state/country.

5.
COMPLETING THE BILLS OF QUANTITIES

1. In the BoQ, the rates and prices shall be entered in the appropriate columns. All rates and prices shall be quoted in EURO.
2. Errors

Errors will be corrected by the Contracting Authority for any arithmetical errors in computation or summation as follows:

a. where there is a discrepancy between amounts in figures and in words, the amount in words will govern, and

b. where there is a discrepancy between the unit rate and the total amount derived from the multiplication of the unit price and the quantity, the unit rate as quoted will govern.
c. entered values shall be with two decimals only. The unit rates as printed shall prevail, therefore values in electronic format must fully match the printed version and rounded, trunked, etc values in are to be avoided.
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
