If the precedent condition is not met, the contracting authority will cancel the award procedure for works under Lot.2 without the tenderers being entitled to claim any compensation.

CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

6. Description of the contract

The project is designed to improve access for persons with disability and reduced mobility to various public buildings in the Republic of Serbia like: healthcare centres, municipal buildings, cultural and social work centres, public schools, post office, libraries etc. The scope of works will include construction of elevators, installation of stair lifts, staircase platforms, access ramps and access paths, reconstruction/adaptation of toilets and other priority infrastructural interventions. The works will take place in different cities/municipalities including: Knic, Kovacica, Kucevo, Mali Zvornik, Novi Sad, Raca, Razanj, Srbobran, Svilajnac and Trstenik.

TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open to all natural persons who are nationals of and legal persons (participating either individually or in a grouping – consortium – of tenderers) which are effectively established in a  Member State of the European Union or in a eligible country or territory  as defined under the Regulation (EU) no. 236/2014 establishing common rules and procedures for the implementation of the Union's instruments for external action (CIR) for the applicable instrument under which the contract is financed (see also heading 22 below). Participation is also open to international organisations. All supplies under this contract must originate in one or more of these countries. However, they may originate from any country when  the amount of the supplies to be purchased is below EUR 100 000.
Please be aware that following the entry into force of the EU-UK Withdrawal Agreement* on 1 February 2020 and in particular Articles 127(6), 137 and 138, the references to natural or legal persons residing or established in a Member State of the European Union are to be understood as including natural or legal persons residing or established in the United Kingdom. UK residents and entities are therefore eligible to participate under this call.

9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the tender form for a works contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in Section 2.6.10.1 of the practical Guide.

Tenderers included in the lists of EU restrictive measures (see Section 2.4. of the PRAG) at the moment of the award decision cannot be awarded the contract. 

10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender per lot. Tenders for parts of a lot will not be considered. Any tenderer may state in its tender that it would offer a discount in the event that its tender is accepted for more than one lot. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

Tenderers must provide a tender guarantee of EUR 9,000 for Lot1 and/or EUR 11,000 for Lot2 when submitting their tender. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful tenderer(s) upon signature of the contract by all parties.

12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 10% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the contracting authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.

13. Information meeting and/or site visit

1.1. The tenderer is obliged to visit and inspect the site of works and its surroundings for the purpose of the assessing, at its own responsibility, expenses and risk, factors necessary for preparation of its tender and signature of the contract of the works

1.2. For LOT 1. A mandatory site visits will be organised by the contracting authority and beneficiary on 04.03.2020 at 10:00 CETat the Cultural centre in Kucevo, Trg, Veljka Dugosevica, 30 and will continue with a visit to the Municipal building in Kucevo at Str. Svetog Save 76.

After the site visits are completed, on the same day, the mandatory information/clarification meeting will be organized at 13:00 CET  in the assembly hall of the Municipal building in Kucevo, Str. Svetog Save 76.

For LOT 2. 14. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of tenders. In exceptional circumstances, the contracting authority may, before the validity period expires, request that tenderers extend the validity of tenders for a specific period.
15. Period of implementation of tasks
The period of implementation shall be twelve (12) months (for Lot1) and 10 months (for lot 2) starting from the commencement date until the provisional acceptance.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria
In order to be eligible for the award of the contract, tenderers must provide evidence that they meet the selection criteria. This must be provided by tenderers using the forms described in Section 12.2 of the instruction to tenderers and any additional forms tenderers may wish to use.

If a tender is submitted by a consortium, unless specified otherwise, the selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole.

The selection criteria for each tenderer are as follows:

A - ECONOMIC AND FINANCIAL CAPACITY OF TENDERER:

For bidders applying for Lot 1 or Lot 2
a) the average annual turnover of the tenderer for construction works for the last 3 years, for which accounts have been closed, must be at least 2.000.000 EUR; 

b) the tenderer must have access to sufficient credit and other financial facilities to cover the required cash-flow for the duration of the contract. In any case, the amount of credit available must exceed the equivalent of 300.000 EUR. 

For bidders applying for both lots:

c)  the average annual turnover of the tenderer for construction works for the last 3 years, for which accounts have been closed must be at least 3.500.000 EUR; 

d)
the tenderer must have access to sufficient credit and other financial facilities to cover the required cash-flow for the duration of the contract. In any case, the amount of credit available must exceed the equivalent of 500.000 EUR. 

B - TECHNICAL AND PROFESSIONAL CAPACITY OF TENDERER:

a) The tenderer must be a registered firm or a natural person legally capable of carrying out the    specified works.
For bidders applying for Lot 1 or Lot 2

b) The minimum total staff number (in accordance with Form 4.6.1) employed by the tenderer from January 2020 must be at least 30 (thirty). Out of them, minimum 5 must be engineers. Proof of social contribution and/or insurance covering January-February 2020 must be provided with the tender demonstrating compliance with the above-mentioned criterion.
c) The tenderer must have completed at least two (2) works contracts with the total cumulative amount being at least 2.000.000 EUR in the field of construction, reconstruction or renovation of civil buildings*, which were implemented during the following period: in the course of the past 5 years (starting from 01.01.2015 up to the deadline for submission of tenders). The portion carried out by legal entity in each of those works contracts cannot be less than 400.000 EUR.
d) At least one of those works contracts must have been realised by the tenderer being a main/general contractor or lead member of the Joint Venture/Consortium and the value of this contract must be not less than 1.000.000 EUR.
For bidders applying for both lots
e) The minimum total staff number (in accordance with Form 4.6.1) employed by the tenderer from January 2020 must be at least 60 (sixty). Out of them, minimum 10 must be engineers. Proof of social contribution and/or insurance covering January-February 2020 must be provided with the tender demonstrating compliance with the above-mentioned criterion.
f) The tenderer must have completed at least three (3) works contracts with the total cumulative amount being at least 3.000.000 EUR in the field of construction, reconstruction or renovation of civil buildings*, which were implemented during the following period: in the course of the past 5 years (starting from 01.01.2015 up to the deadline for submission of tenders). The portion carried out by legal entity in each of those works contracts cannot be less than 500.000 EUR.
g) At least two of those works contracts must have been realised by the tenderer being a main/general contractor or lead member of the Joint Venture/Consortium and the value of each of these contracts must be not less than 1.000.000 EUR.
* Experience in constructions of predominantly "industrial buildings/facilities” (such as Waste water treatment plants, factories and/or other buildings used for industrial activities) will not be considered as equivalent experience.

The works contracts the tenderer refers to could have been completed at any time during the indicated period but they do not necessarily have to be started and completed during that period. Tenderers are allowed to refer either to contracts completed within the reference period (although started earlier) or to contracts started and completed during the reference period. In both cases the contract will be considered in its whole.

“Completed” is to be interpreted as “Taking over/Provisional Acceptance” or “Performance Certificate” issued for construction contracts. Copies (with translation to English) of the respective certificates, signed by the Supervisor/Contracting Authority/Employer of the projects concerned must be submitted. These documents shall clearly demonstrate the compliance of the presented references with the above criteria. The contracting authority reserves the right to check the accuracy and validity of the information given by the tenderers in relation to reference works contracts. 

Financial data to be provided by the tenderer in relation to the selection criteria must be expressed in EUR. If applicable, where a tenderer refers to amounts originally expressed in a different currency, the conversion to EUR shall be made in accordance with the InforEuro exchange rate of March 2020, which can be found at the following address: http://ec.europa.eu/budget/graphs/inforeuro.html.
17. Award criteria

The most economically advantageous tender is the technically compliant tender with the lowest price.

18. How to obtain the tender dossier

The tender dossier is available from the contracting authority at Vladimira Popovica 40, GTC Avenue Block 19a, New Belgrade, Republic of Serbia on electronic format (CD-ROM) free of charge. Any person representing the potential tenderer can obtain the tender dossier; no authorisation or power of attorney is needed.

Please note that the contracting authority cannot send the tender documentation to a postal address, or by any other means, i.e. electronic, express mail, etc.

Tenders must be submitted using the standard tender form included in the tender dossier, whose format and instructions must be strictly observed.

19. Deadline for submission of tenders

The tenderer's attention is drawn to the fact that there are two different systems for sending tenders: one is by post or private mail service, the other is by hand delivery.

In the first case, the tender must be sent before the date and time limit for submission, as evidenced by the postmark or deposit slip
, but in the second case it is the acknowledgment of receipt given at the time of the delivery of the tender which will serve as proof.

The deadline f or submission of tenders is on 30 March 2020 at 13:00 CET. 
Any tender submitted to the contracting authority after this deadline will not be considered.

The contracting authority may, for reasons of administrative efficiency, reject any tender submitted on time to the postal service but received, for any reason beyond the contracting authority's control, after the effective date of approval of the evaluation report, if accepting tenders that were submitted on time but arrived late would considerably delay the evaluation procedure or jeopardise decisions already taken and notified.

      How tenders may be submitted

Therefore tenderers are encouraged to envisage sufficient time before the deadline of submission of tenders, in order to be able to deliver tender proposals at the reception desk..
Tenders submitted by any other means will not be considered.

By submitting a tender, the tenderer accepts to receive notification of the outcome of the procedure by electronic means. Such notification shall be deemed to have been received on the date upon which the contracting authority sends it to the electronic address referred to in the tender.

All written communications for this tender procedure and contract must be in English.
22. Repetition of similar works

Subsequent to the initial contract resulting from the current tender procedure, new works consisting in the repetition of similar works, up to the estimated amount of EUR 1.000,000, may be entrusted to the initial contractor(s) by negotiated procedure without prior publication of a contract notice, provided the new works are in conformity with the same basic project.
