CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

6. Description of the contract

Purpose of this contract is Design and Construction of Intermodal Terminal in Batajnica, in the vicinity of Belgrade with the capacity of 80,000 TEU/year, and possibility of adding capacity if needed, as part of the future logistic centre on Pan-European Corridor X. Intermodal terminal will contribute to greater multi-modality and better interconnections with other transport modes. Intermodal Terminal will consist of several functional parts including: road and rail accesses, transhipment tracks, truck loading/unloading and passing lanes, handling and storage areas, buildings for terminal operator, customs authority and parking spaces for road freight vehicles. 
The Intermodal Terminal will be located in the main industrial/service area of Belgrade, at the crossroads of major international combined transport routes: CE 70 Šid – Beograd – Niš Dimitrovgrad; CE 79 Beograd – Bar (Ancona/Bari) and CE 85 Subotica – Beograd – Niš – Preševo.

TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open to all natural persons who are nationals of and legal persons (participating either individually or in a grouping – consortium – of tenderers) which are effectively established in a  Member State of the European Union or in a eligible country or territory  as defined under the Regulation (EU) no. 236/2014 establishing common rules and procedures for the implementation of the Union's instruments for external action (CIR) for the applicable instrument under which the contract is financed (see also heading 22 below). Participation is also open to international organisations. All supplies under this contract must originate in one or more of these countries. However, they may originate from any country when  the amount of the supplies to be purchased is below EUR 100 000.
Please be aware that after the United Kingdom's withdrawal from the EU, the rules of access to EU procurement procedures of economic operators established in third countries and of goods originating from third countries1 will apply to candidates or tenderers from the United Kingdom, and to all candidates or tenderers proposing goods originating from the United Kingdom1 depending on the outcome of negotiations. In case such access is not provided by legal provisions in force at the time of the contract award, candidates or tenderers from the United Kingdom, and candidates or tenderers proposing goods originating from the United Kingdom could be rejected from the procurement procedure.

9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the tender form for a works contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in Section 2.6.10.1 of the practical Guide.
Tenderers included in the lists of EU restrictive measures (see Section 2.4. of the PRAG) at the moment of the award decision cannot be awarded the contract. 
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender per lot. Tenders for parts of a lot will not be considered. Any tenderer may state in its tender that it would offer a discount in the event that its tender is accepted for more than one lot. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

Tenderers must provide a tender guarantee of 150,000.00 euros when submitting their tender. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful tenderer[s] upon signature of the contract by all parties.
12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 10% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the contracting authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.

13. Information meeting and/or site visit

A mandatory site visit will be held on 16th January 2019 at 12:00 Central European Time. The tenderer is obliged to visit and inspect the site of works and its surroundings for the purpose of the assessing, at its own responsibility, expenses and risk, factors necessary for preparation of its tender and signature of the contract of the works.

The meeting point, for the mandatory site visit, will be Batajnica train station at Matrozova street (without number) in Batajnica.

An optional information meeting will be held 2 hours after the site visit at the Belgrade Land Development Public Agency, Njegoševa street 84, Belgrade.
14. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of tenders. In exceptional circumstances, the contracting authority may, before the validity period expires, request that tenderers extend the validity of tenders for a specific period.
15. Period of implementation of tasks
Nine hundred days (900) from the Commencement Date for design and construction until the Taking over and three hundred sixty-five days (365) Defect Notification Period.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria
In the case of a tenders submitted by consortium, the selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole.

The selection criteria for each tenderer are as follows:

a) Economic and financial capacity of tenderer:

1.
The average annual turnover of the tenderer for the 3 most recent years, for which the accounts are closed must be at least 20.0 million EUR.

2.
Tenderer must have access to sufficient credit and other financial facilities to cover the required cash flow for the duration of the contract. In any case, the amount of credit available must be at least 1 million EUR.
b) Professional capacity of tenderer:

1. The minimum total staff number (in accordance with Form 4.6.1) employed by the tenderer from September 2018 must be at least 60 (sixty). Out of them, minimum 25 must be engineers or foreman. Proof of social contribution and/or insurance covering January 2019 must be provided with the tender.
2. The tenderer must demonstrate that it is legal person duly registered in accordance with its national law and/or accordingly authorized to carry out the specified works.

3. Must have in place and apply a quality assurance system, such as ISO 9001

c) Technical capacity of tenderer:

1. Tenderer must have completed:
i. at least two (2) work contracts, for the road construction/reconstruction including accompanying infrastructure (storm/sewer and public lighting) with minimum value of EUR 1.000.000 of a single contract and with total cumulative value for all contracts EUR 5.000.000. At least one of those contracts must be realized as a main/general contractor,
ii. at least two (2) work contracts for the railway construction/reconstruction with minimum value of a single contract of EUR 1.000.000 and with minimum total cumulative value for all contracts of EUR 3.000.000. At least one of those contracts must be realized as a main/general contractor,
iii. at least one (1) work contract for the civil building construction with minimum total value of a single contract of EUR 500.000,

iv. at least one (1) design contract for: Main Design/Preliminary Design/Design for Building Permit/Design for Work Execution of a road with accompanying infrastructure (storm/sewer and public lighting), with minimum total value of EUR 50.000 or with minimum total investment cost of EUR 1.000.000,
v. at least one (1) design contract for: Main Design/Preliminary Design/Design for Building Permit/Design for Work Execution of a railway infrastructure, with minimum total value of EUR 50.000 or with minimum total investment cost of EUR 1.000.000.
Which were completed at any moment during the period of past eight (8) years from the date of submission of tenders. 

 Please note that the following contracts for works and design will not be considered as sufficient experience:
· road maintenance or pavement resurfacing

· road bridges and tunnels

· railway electrification system and signalling system 

· railway rails and slippers without any works on sub-base

"Completed" is to be interpreted as "Taking over/Provisional Acceptance" or "Performance Certificate" for works/design contracts issued. Copies (with translations into English) of any of the mentioned certificates signed by the relevant Supervisors/Contracting Authority/Employer of the contract concerned must be submitted with a tender. These documents shall clearly demonstrate the compliance of the presented references with the above criteria. The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ask for copies, and to check for accuracy and validity of copies of certificates of final/provisional acceptance signed by the Supervisors/Contracting Authority/Employer of the contracts concerned, and any information given by the tenderers in relation to reference contracts. 
"Completed" also means that the contracts that tenderer refers to could have been completed at any time during the indicated period, but they do not necessarily have to be started during that period, not implemented during the entire period. 

Regarding the calculation of the contract amounts for the completed works/design of the tenderers, the values will be considered at the date of completion and will not be carried to the date of the evaluation as “net present values” and should be converted to official Euro rate from:

Capacity-providing entities:

An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacity of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them. Some examples of when it may not be considered appropriate by the Contracting Authority are when the tenderer relies mostly on the capacity of other entities or when it relies on key criteria. If the tenderer relies on other entities, it must prove to the Contracting Authority that it will have at its disposal the resources necessary to perform the contract, for example by producing a commitment on the part of those entities to place resources at its disposal. Such entities, for instance the parent company of the economic operator, must respect the same rules of eligibility and notably that of nationality, as the economic operator. Furthermore, the tender should include a separate document providing data on this third entity for the relevant selection criterion. Proof of capacity must be furnished at the request of the Contracting Authority. 

With regard to technical and professional criteria, a tenderer may only rely on the capacities of other entities where the latter will perform the works for which these capacities are required.

With regard to economic and financial criteria, the entities upon whose capacity the tenderer relies, become jointly and severally liable for the performance of the contract.
17. Award criteria

The most economically advantageous tender is the technically compliant tender with the lowest price.

19. Deadline for submission of tenders

The candidate/tenderer's attention is drawn to the fact that there are two different systems for sending applications/tenders, either by post or private mail service, or by hand delivery.

In the first case, the application/tender must be sent before the date and time limit for submission, as evidenced by the postmark or deposit slip
, but in the second case it is the acknowledgment of receipt given at the time of the delivery of the application/tender which will serve as proof.
In case the tender is submitted by post or private mail service, the tenderers must inform Contracting Authority that the tender was sent and enclose a copy of the deposit slip by sending an email to address ec@mfin.gov.rs.

Any tender submitted to the contracting authority after this deadline will not be considered.
The contracting authority may, for reasons of administrative efficiency, reject any application or tender submitted on time to the postal service but received, for any reason beyond the contracting authority's control, after the effective date of approval of the short-list report or of the evaluation report, if accepting applications or tenders that were submitted on time but arrived late would considerably delay the evaluation procedure(for instance when applications or tenders are received after the evaluation committee has finished its works and evaluating them would imply re-calling the evaluation committee)  or jeopardise decisions already taken and notified.
